Unwind and let go of all your
stress with a coconut oil spa session; practice your
creativity with coconut shell tie-dyeing; and travel back
in time by exploring the cultural heritage at Ban Roi
Sao (the Houses of a Hundred Pillars). You can enjoy all
of this on your fascinating, insightful journey along the
coconut trail laid by the people of Ta Kien Tia.

Continue your journey to Fahsai Aiko Farm, where you can
take in the peaceful countryside air while enjoying fresh coconut juice
from the papaya stem natural straw.
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Have lunch together with the community chef while listening to the
stories behind some of the traditional recipes. Learn how to cook
“stir-fried coconut shell with chicken”, Takiantia’s local delicacy, using
locally-sourced ingredients like soft coconut shell, chicken and a special
spicy paste.
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Visit Ban Roi Sao (Houses of a Hundred Pillars) and explore the cultural
heritage at this unique spot. The hundred-year-old twin houses tower
gracefully over the ground with the support of a hundred pillars. Here is
a great location to learn all the community’s cultural heritage through
the on-site artifact exhibition.
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Rehydrate in the afternoon with some butterfly pea coconut juice or
refreshing coconut jelly.
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Say goodbye to Ta Kien Tia community.

Have dinner at The Sky Gallery Pattaya where you can enjoy your food
as the sun comes down over Pattaya — with views stretching across the
seemingly endless ocean from Khao Pra Tamnak point.
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Marvel at the magnificent Sanctuary of Truth, the largest wooden castle
in the world, constructed without iron, cement, concrete or any other metal.
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Enjoy the vibes of a Hawaiian-style café at Tutu Beach, where you take
shade under one of the cute pink parasols while admiring the beach
views from a sofa. Listen to the waves lap up against the sand while
sipping a cold, refreshing drink.
